
PiHsburgh Sale of 
State of Israel Bonds 

Pittsburgh's sale of the $500,-
000,000 State of Israel Bond Is-
sue opened last week at a meet-
ing at the home of Charles J. Ros-
enlj'loom. Chairman of the Pitts-
burgh Committee for State of Is-
rael Bonds. David Horowitz, Di-
rector General of the Finance Min-
istry of Israel was present at the 
session. 

Seventeen persons present, pur-
chased State of Israel Bonds in 
the amount of $605,000. To point 
up the new financial horizons op-
ened up by the State of Israel 
BoiT,d Issue and to emphasize the 
distinct difference between invest-
ment dollars and gift dollars, a 
comparison was made with the 
gifts these same persons had made 
to the United Jewish Fund of 
Pittsburgh. The comparative to-
tal was $165,000 for the year 
1951. This represented increases 
over the previous year. 

The first purchaser was Mr. 
Rosenbloom, who subscribed to 
$200,000 of Bonds. Ben Paul 
Brasley subscribed for $105,000; 
Robert Amper, $75,000; Nathaniel 
Kann, $50,000; Samuel H. Hore-
lick, $30,000; M. Calig, $25,000; 
Adolph Schoenbrun, $15,000; Wal-
ter Burke, $10,000; Alex Lowen-
thal, $10,000; Maxwell Dumas, 
$15,000; Ben Chait, $10,000; Har-
ry Reichter, $10,000; Max Engel-
berg, $10,000; Abe Dunn, $5,000; 
David Horowitz, $5,000; Milton 
Chait, $5,000. The purchases of 
Lsrael Bonds varied from at least 
four to ten times the amount of 
the annual philanthropic gift. 

Many of those who made pur-
chases emphasized that these were 
to be enlarged subsequently. 
Others who attended the meeting 

^ were prepared to announce their 
purchases at later sales meetings 
or else to make their commitments 
¡¡rivately. Throughout the eve-
ning, there was a feeling of deep 
satisfaction that at last the State 
of Israel had reached the stage in 
which it could borrow to achieve 
economic independence. 

The $500,000,000 State of Israel 
Bond Issue will provide funds for 
the economic expansion of indus-
try and agriculture in the Jewish 
State, so that the country can 
achieve economic self-sufficiency, 
and absorb more than 600,000 im-
migrants expected during the next 
three years.
