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Dr. Levy Delivers Address to Members
On "Rural Credits." 

.One of the most interesting addresses 
ever delivered before "The Seekers" was

that presented on Monday evening of this 
week at the Concordia Club by Rev. Dr. 
J: Leonard' Levy, whose subject was 
"Rural Credits." It was a strikingly ap­ 
pealing plan which Dr. Levy unfolded in 
his plea for assistance for the great ag- 
ricultujral interests of the country, a 
plan vast and encompassing, and yet ap­ 
parently fair and practical. The speaker 
demonstrated by historical references 
that no country can ultimately succeed 
unless there be a fair balance between 
the agricultural and the urban population 
and the influence wielded by each, that 
the very essence of the future of the re­ 
public requires this equillibrium. With 
this hypothesis before him, the speaker 
urged the adoption of the liberal plan of 
rural credits which he explained in de­ 
tail and with, a wealth of illustration. 
That the plan is capable of practical rea-' 
lization has been dempnstrated beyond 
doubt by the experiences of the similar 
movements in Germany, France, Den­ 
mark and other countries, to /whose sys­ 
tems Dr. Levy made frequent references 
with interesting facts and figures. The 
entire address was one which has surely 
opened new vistas of thought to all who 
heard it and cannot help but inspire as­ 
sistance .and encouragement for the 
movement based on the doctrine of "rural 
credits."

Prior to the delivery' of hiff address, 
Dr. Levy was presented with a handsome 
suit case, as the gift of The Seekers^ for 
his fiftieth birthday anniversary.
