second Reform .Congregation of this 
city, sponsored with the help and ap­ 
proval of the Rodef Shalom Congre­ 
gation, is this month beginning its 
all out effort to fill its membership 
rolls. Rabbi Burton E. Levinson, 
spiritual advisor to the group and 
congregation leader has full confi­ 
dence that the drive will reach its 
goal in record time.

Just a little over a year ago with 
the help of Rodef Shalom Congrega­ 
tion and under the auspices of the 
Union of American Hebrew Congre­ 
gations a small organizing commit­ 
tee consisting of communal leaders: 
Louis Caplan, John. H. Cohen, Leon 
Palk, Jr., Louis K. Friedman, David 
Glick, Harry Rice, Louis J. Reizen- 
stein, Stanley D. Rogaliner and 
Rabbi Burton E. Levinson began this 
movement for a second Reform 
body in this city. Their effons have 
borne fruit and have seen the birth 
of a new liberal, progressive relig­ 
ious institution of first rank.

For lack of a permanent home, 
Temple Sinai has held services and 
social gatherings at the Church of 
the Redeemer and the Asbury Meth­ 
odist Church in Squirrel Hill and has 
practiced a type of brotherhood 
which will long remain a source of 
inspiration and example in Judaic- 
Christian circles in. Pittsburgh and 
elsewhere throughout the country.

Plans are currently progressing 
for the purchase of-a.site in an at­ 
tractive Squirrel Hill section and for 
the construction of a permanent 
Temple Sinai building.

Under the able leadership of chair­ 
man Mrs. A. M. Karlin, the member­ 
ship drive will shortly go into full
