Local Rabbinical Council 
Announces Dates of Interest 

The Rabbinical Council of Pitts-
burgh, including Rabbis Poupko, 
Shapiro, Landes, Ashinsky, Leiter 
and Zilberberg, has arranged for 
publication of the fol lowing lists 
of dates in the current year, on 
which marriages may not be sol-
emnized. 

According to Jewish Law and 
Custom, marriages may not be sol-
emnized on Sabbath and Festivals, 
inclusive of Choi Ha'Moed, and 
during the Fasts and periods of na-
tional mourning. 

April 21 to April 28, Festival 
of Pesach; April 22 to June 4, 
"Sefirah" Period; Exceptions: 
During this period, marriages may 
be solemnized on Rosh Chodesh 
lyar from May 5 to May 7 and 
on Lag B'Omer, May 23 to May 24. 
June 10, June 11, Festival of Sha-
vuot; July 22 to Aug. 12, "Three 
Weeks" between and including the 
Fasts of 17 Tammuz and 9 Ab. 
Oct. 1, Oct. 2, Rosh Hashanah 
5712; Oct. 3, Fast of Gedaliah; 
Oct. 10, Yom Kippur; Oct. 15 to 
Oct. 23 Festival of Succoth. 
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
