U. N. Body Starts Discussion 
On Protection of
National Minorities

UNITED NATIONS, (JTA)—The 
United Nations Subcommission on 
Prevention of Discrimination and 
Protection of Minorities, which .is 
now in session here, began a debate 
this week on the question of special 
measures for protection of national 
minorities.

Richard Hiscocks, British dele­ 
gate declared that a clear distinc­ 
tion must be made between victims 
of discrimination" and "minorities." 
The former require nothing more 
than, equal treatment—they were 
the individuals catered to by the 
Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights, he said. On the other hand, 
minorities were groups of people 
who because of history and fate 
found themselves in certain coun­ 
tries, most often where they did not 
want to be. Minorities needed not 
only equ'al treatment but special 
protection and privileges such as 
their own schools, he said. He de­ 
clared that "every different minor­ 
ity presents a specific problem" 
and that therefore any universal 
recommendations would have to be 
very flexible.
