Pittsburgh Plans For 
{National Conference 

At a meeting of the Arrange-
ments Committee of the American 
Jewish Conference, held in tlie 
" Y " on Monday evening, compre-
hensive' plans were made f o r the 
national meeting to be held in 
Pittsburgh at the William Penn 
Hotel. Registration will be held 
on Saturday, December 2. Ses-
sions of the conference arc sched-
uled f o r Sunday afternoon and 
evening, December 3, and f o r 
Monday and Tuesday, December 
4 and 5. 

The 103 organizations, repre-
senting all pha.s'es of Jewry, which 
participated in the Conference 
elections last year, were represent-
ed at the meeting Monday. Ed-
gar J. Kaufmann, Chairman of 
t h e Arrangements Committee, 
presided.

Men's Locker Room 
To Be Re-Decorated 

A number of building repairs 
and improvements which the " Y " 
House Committee has been study-
ing are now in the process of exe-
cution. Due to manpower and 
materials problems these improve-
ments and repairs cannot be com-
pleted as easily and quickly as 
some of the members would like 
to have them, but plans are mov-
ing ahead to put the building in 
tip-top shape as soon as possible. 

Contracts have already been let 
f o r the repairing of all plaster 
damage caused by leakage in the 
Health Club. The first room to 
receive attention will be the men's 
locker room. All plaster will be 
repaired and the room will be re-
painted and redecorated to make 
it bright and cheerful. A con-
tract has also been let f o r the in-
stallation of new mastic tile floors 
in the ladies' and men's lounges 
on the ground floor and in the 
Lodge R o o m and Ante-Lodge 
Room. The old carpets will be 
removed and replaced by a two-
tone design of tile. This new 
floor in the Lodge Room will make 
it available f o r socials and small 
dances. Various rooms in the 
building will be given a' change 
in lighting. 

Before the committee is through, 
it is expected that the building 
will take on a new and modern 
appearance, making its old and 
time-w o r n b u t service-giving 
countenance just a memory. 

Local Officers Will 
Attend Conference 

The Midwest Section of .the 
National Jewish Wel fare Board 
will hold its Sixth Annual Con-
ference, November 25 and 26, at 
the Standard Club, Chicago. Hy-
nian Rogal, President, will attend 
the meeting, accompanied by the 
fo l lowing: Harry SchafTer, Chair-
man of the Army and Navy-Com-
mittees of the J W B and the " Y ; " 
Elmer. A . Hamburg, Chairman of 
the Board o f Governors of the 
Health Club; Meyer B. Gefsky, 
member of the Board of Directors; 
Herman Pasaamaneck, Executive 
Director and Miriam Ephraim, Di-
rector o f Activities. 

The main topics f o r discussion 
throughout the conference will be 
the effect of the war efi'ort on 
American community living, the 
effect of JWB-USO and Civilian 
Defense activities on Jewish com-
munity life, and a general discu.s-
sion of the Jewish Community as 
a whole. Postwar problems will 
be debated, such as the place of 
the returning veteran in the Jew-
ish center, and how Jews can 
unite to help create better racial 
understanding. There will also be 
special sessions f o r small -commu-
nities planning to build Jewish 
Center facilities' 'to aid in the rec-
reational and cultural problems.

Committees Organize 
To Serve Veterans 

The J W B National Veterans' 
Service Committee recently an-
nounced that forty-one Jewish 
communities have f ormed local 
committees to coordinate planning 
f o r ex-servicemen and to provide 
services to help in their readjust-
ment to civilian life. 

The Jewish W a r Veterans of 
the United States and the J W B 
are cooperating in this program 
f o r stimulating adequate prepara-
tion f o r meeting post war needs 
of veterans. 

Local veterans' service commit-
tees include representative's of ap-
propriate agencies. Federations, 
family welfare agencies, communi-
ty centers, veterans' groups, and 
medical groups are taking respon-
sibility f o r rendering specific serv-
ices that will help ex-servicemen 
secure their full benefits f r o m 
governmental legislation and will 
o f f e r supplementary services not 
provided by government agencies. 
Emil N. Barr o f New Y o r k is 
serving as chairman" of the Na-
tional Veterans' Service Commit-
tee. The Pittsburgh Chairman is 
Harry Schaffer. 

The National Jewish Wel fare 
Board is assisting committees that 
have already been organized and 
is stimulating the development of 
similar committees in other local-
ities through its f ield staff and 
ti'aining courses.
