The world's greatest orchestras will entertain many pioneers on 
Israel’s loneliest outposts via recordings this summer— and a small 
group of Pittsburghers w ill receive satisfaction for having filled still 
another void in Israel’s continual struggle for a better way of life.

Though much has been written about the courage of the pioneers 
who live in Israel’s kibbutzim, and* 
are turning wasteland into w on­
derland, little has been reported 
about the scarcity of entertainment 
for those people, who must depend 
on a rare visit from  a traveling 
troupe for entertainment.

brought an official congratulatory 
message from Shlomo Kaplan, 
head of the Music Department for 
•the Histadrut in Israel.

Mr. Freedel pointed out that 
the cost of record albums in Is­
rael is approximately $6 each and 
it is, therefore, less expensive to 
purchase the recordings in the 
United States and have them ship­
ped abroad.

Made Tour
Last summer, Freedel toured 

many of the kibbutzim, found 
many of his own records, which 
he has been shipping to camps 
regularly for many years still in 
use, and learned that musical 
tastes ranged from  Benny Good­
man to Beethoven.

‘ Jazz has caught on •’among Is­
raelis but there is no replace­
ment for the all-time favorites in 
classical and American folk mu­
sic,” said Mr. Freedel.

Records sent to Israel through 
this campaign w ill be stored in 
the Histadrut Record Library in
