Hadassah has already rushed $50,000 to Pales-
tine after receiving an S. O. S., sent us by Haganah
— _The Vaad Leumi and Kupat Holim—to make
ready medical defense needed in this emergency.

Emergency supplies are being sent to Palestine
for the protection of the Jewish population. 5 Billion
units of Penicillin have already been sent through
to Palestine—being distributed to all medical insti-
tutions providing emergency aid.

Hadassah is also taking part in the Training
of Personnel for first-aid and emergency services.
Many teams of doctors and nurses are being pre-
pared to be sent to outlying boundary settlements
for medical protection.
