BY-LAWS OF THE HOLY SOCIETY

ARTICLE 1
Name., Location and Objects

Section 1—The name of this Corporation
shall be “THE HOLY SOCIETY.”

Sec. 2—The principal ofiices of the said
society, shall be located in Fayette County,
Pennsylvania.

Soc. 3—The object of the said society 1is
to establish a separate organization, inde-
pendent of any congregation or other body
or society, for the purpose of providing
and maintaining perpetually a cemetery Or
burial ground for members of the society;
and for the accomplishment of this purpose
to hold real estate in the name of the so-
ciety, which said real estate shall not be
transferred or sold either, in whole or in
part, to any persons or otier organization.

ARTICLE 2

Membership

Qection 1—Membership in the society
shall be limited to persons of the Jewish
Faith.

Sec. 2—Al1l applicants for membership,
must be proposed by three members in
good standing.

Sec. 3—Each new member must pay an
initiation fee of $25.00; of this sum, $10.00
must accompany the application for mem-
bership and the balance must be paid with-
in six months after the admission to mem-
bership, otherwise, the member shall auto-
matically forfeit his membership.

Sec. 4—Members who have been in this
society more than two years at the time
of their deaths, shall be buried in plots
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number 1 to 300; others in plots number
400 and up, according to the plan of lots
hereto attached and made part hereof.
Children of members shall also be buried
in the cemetery, provided they are un-
married at the time of death. Children of
a Gentile man and a Jewish woman mem-
ber, shall also be entitlea fo be buried in
the cemetery, but in a part set aside for
them; but the children of a Jewish male
member and of a Gentile woman, shall not
be buried in the cemetery.

Sec. b>—AIll members or non-members to
be buried in the said cemetery, must be
buried according to the Orthodox Jewish
custom.

ARTICLE 5

Dues

‘Section 1—The annual dues of the so-
ciety shall be $6.00 for each male member
and $1.50 for each female member.

Sec. 2—In addition to the above dues,
all members shall pay $3.00 annually for
the upkeep of graves and tomb stones, etc.

ARTICLE 4
Officers

Section 1—The officers of the society,
shall be a President, Vice rresident, Se-
cretary and Treasurer, who together with
five other members, shall constitute a
Board of Nine Directors.

Sec. 2—To be eligible for office or di-
rectorship, members must be in good
standing and must have belonged to the
society for a period of at least six months
prior to nomination.

Sec. 3—Only one membvber of a family
shall be entitled to run for office at the
same time.
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+ Sec. 4—Only members present at the
time of nomination, shall  be eligible fto
office,

Sec. a—Any member who takes any dis-
pute involving the society into Court, shall
automatically be ineligible to any office in

the society.

Sec. 6—Meeting of the members of the
society for the nomination and election of
officers, shall be held on the first Sunday

of December of each year.
ARTICLE 5

Management

- Section 1—The Board of Directors con-
sisting of nine members, shall have. gen-
eral charge of the affairs of the society
and shail manage the same in conformity
with the law and provisions of these By-

Laws.
Sec. 2—The Board of Dlrectors shall

meet once a month on the specified day of
each month. Special meetings shall be
called by the President on the written re-
quest of three directors.

Sec. 3—In case of the death of any
member, the Board of Directors shall de-
sigenate the plot of ground to be used for
the burial of the deceased.

- Qection 1-—The President shall, during
the recess of the Board of Directors, have
oceneral charge of the affairs and property
of the society, subject to such rules and
regulations as may be made by the Board

Sec. 2—The President shall preside at
all meetings of - the soclety and of the
Board of Directors and shall be ex ofﬁcm
a member of all committees. - 5
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Sec. 3—The President shall, at the last
meeting of the Board of Directors, prior
to the semi-annual meeting of the society,
submit a full and complete report show-
ing the condition of the society.

ARTICLE 7
Vice President

Section 1—In case of the absence of the
President, the Vice President shall pre-
side at all meetings of the society and of
the Board of Directors and shall perform
the other duties of the President. '

ARTICLE 8

Secretary
Secticn 1—The Secretary shall attend all
the meetings of the Society and of the
Board of Directors and shall keep a record
in Yiddish or English of all the trans-
actions at the meetings in a book be-

longing to the society and to be kept for
that purpose.

Sec. 2—He shall see that due and proper
notice is given of all meetings of the So-
ciety and of the Board of Directors and
shall be the custodian of the Corporate
records and documents and of the Corpo-
rate seal and shall perforii all other duties
usually performed by a Secretary of a like
Corporation.

Sec. 3—The Secretary shall furnish
monthly statements to the Board of Di-
rectors showing the receipt of money,
which said sums, he shall turn over to the
Treasurer.

Sec. 4—The Secretary shall furnish a
Corporate Bond in an amount to be fixed
by the Board of Directors, tae premium
for which, shall be paid by the Society.

Sec. b—For his services, the Secretary
shall receive an annual salary of $50.00

ARTICLE 9
Treasurer

Section 1—The Treasurer shall receive
all monies and deposit the same in the
name and to the credit of the Society in
such Bank or Banks as imay be designated
by the Board of Directors.

Sec. 2—He shall pay all bills of the
- Corporation, when approved by the Board
of Directors, by check signed by the Presi-
dent, Secretary and Treasurer.

Sec. 3—The Treasurer shall make
monthly reports to the Board of Directors
and such other reports as the Board may
from time to time, require.

Sec. 4—The books of the Treasurer shall |

at all times, be open to the inspection of
the Board of Directors.

Sec. >—The Treasurer shall furnish a
Corporate Bond in an amount to be fixed
by the Board of Directors, the premium
for which, shall be paid by the Society.

Sec. 6—For his services, the Treasurer
shall receive an annual salary of $2.00

ARTICLE 10
Meetings

Section 1—Members of the Society shall
meet semi-annually on the day of June
and on the day of December of each
vear. = The mnomination and election of
officers shall take place at the December
meeting of the Members.

Sec. 2—Special meetings of the society
may be called at any time, by the Presi-
dent or shall be called by him upon the
- written request of three members and of
three members of the Board of Directors,
provided the request specifies the object
for which such special meeting is desired.

- Sec. 3—The Board of Directors shall

and every month.

Sec. 4—Special meetings of the Board of
Directors may be called at any time by

Sec. o—At least five days notice in writ-
ing shall be given by the Secretary of all
meetings, regular or special either of the
Society or of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE 11
A mendments

Section 1—Proposed amendments to .

these By-Laws must be reduced to writing
and signed by not less than three members
and three directors.

Sec. 2—Such proposed amendments must
be presented to the Secretary at least sixty
days in advance of the next semi-annual
meeting. Such amendments shall then be
in order for discussion at such semi- an-
nual meeting and may be amended in any
manner pertinent to the original Amend-
ment by a two-third vote of the total
membership.

Sec. 3—To amend Section 3 of Article 1,
it shall be necessary to have the affirma-.
tive vote of the entire membership of the
society reduced by seven; it being the in-
tent of - this provision t¢ put it in the
power of any seven members to prevent
any change of the said Section 3 of Article
1. |

Sec. 4—As to all other provisions of
these By-Laws, the affirmative vote of

~° two-thirds of all members shall be neces-
sary to the adoption of any amendment.
