BRIEF HISTORY

Traditionally, a program of this nature usually includes a history of
events leading up to the dedication. Unfortunately, our records are prac—
tically non—existent and recollections are vague. Consequently, statistical
and factual data will be limited.

On December 19, 1898, a charter was granted to the B’Nai Israel
Church of New Haven. Abe Cohen, Z. Melnick and Jacob Rosenblum
were listed as directors and the following men were incorporators: Charles
Cohen, A. Marcus, M. Perow, Jacob Rosenzweig, Louis Zadikow, Israel
Wayne, Jacob Rosenblum, Morris Levinson, Harry Mervis and Jacob Rins—
bur. Recollecticns reveal that Charles Cohen was the first president.

Several years later, the congregation purchased a lot in Snydertown
for the purpose of building a Synagogue. Before this project could be
undertaken, the congregation had the opportunity of purchasing the present
building on N. Pittsburg Street from the United Presbyterian Church, which
they did on May 13, 1910.

This congregation elected Jacob Rosenblum ag its first president;
Jacob Sapolsky as vice president; I. Aaron as treasurer, and Mark Mace
as secretary. Among others, the names of I. Bowytz, Abe Cohen, L. Feath—
erman, A. Frank, Charles Kravitz, Max Levine, S. M. Levy, Joseph Mervis,
H. Rhodie, Emanuel Horewitz and Louis Sine were prominent in this era
of Connellsville Jewry, and were instrumental in helping establish the
present Synagogue.

In recent years the following men were active in the Synagogue and
held responsible positions: Samuel Barasch, Louis Barron, Gerald C. David—
son, William Goldstone, Julius Harris, Gerhart Horewitz, Jacob Horewitz,
Leon Kingley, Frank Kotler, Samuel Oppenheim, M. M. Snyder, and Frank

BRIEF HISTORY (Continued)

Sternberg. Foremost among these is Abe 1. Daniels. In times of stress his
guidance, far sighted leadership and perseverence, proved invaluable in
preserving a vestige of Jewish life in the community.

Connellsville’s first Jewish Spiritual leader was Rabbi Rosenson who
was succeeded by several rabbis, of which the last resident was Rabbi
Kurt Metzger

Always prominent in local Jewish history, and especially so in recent
years, is the Connellsville Chapter of the National Council of Jewish
Women which was organized in 1919. The Council was responsible for
the operation of the Sunday School and was affiliated with the Southwestern
District of Religious Schools. Due to the lack of facilities in the Syna—
gogue, they felt keenly the need of establishing a meeting place for re—
ligious and social activity, and therefore spearheaded the present remod—
eling program.

The work on the remodeled, renovated and extended building was
begun in the fall of 1953 and was completed in September, 1954, in time
for the resumption of High Holiday Services.

The present Rester of the B’Nai Israel Congregation and Community
Center includes 39 family memberships.

Names of many of the men who took leading rolls in the affairs of Con—
nellsville Jewry are still prominent on the local scene, others have long
gone; and if any of their names have been omitted, surely the reader will
overlook it, since the satisfaction of achievement is all the compensation
anyone will want.

This newly remodeled edifice stands proudly as a monument of pro—
gress and growth in Connellsville, symbolizing the religious aspirations and
dreams of our present generation who have dedicated themselves to the
service of God and mankind.
