The Signifigance of our Celebration
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ibilee celebration of an institution is a milestone in
the development and the progress of the solemnizer—hence,
it is appropriate to pause and to reflect upon the meaning and
the significance of the anniversary. '
In our case, the case of the Machsikei Hadas Congrega-
tion, we commemorate an important date in the existence of
a religious institution. It would be quite proper, if space per-
mitted, to evoke from the past the conditions which gave rise
to and the circumstances under which our Congregation had
its inception. I should then record the various moments in the
chionelgy cf the Machsikei Hadas . . . The year 1903, the
nuele of our Shul in a room on Fullerton Street . . . Mr.
Samuel Ha an, president . .. Two years later, the Shul
lecated at 65 Cra rd Street . . . Mr. L. Engelberg with the
signed labor on the by-laws of the Congregation .
Purchase of the ground at 1849 Wylie Avenue, erection and
dedication of the present Shul . .. Chevra Tehilim and Gemi-
iath Ch im . . . The roster of the successive presidents . . .
Installation of Kabbi Zahler in 1914 . . . Installation of Rabbi
Wolf Leiter in 1922 . . .

But a sheer enumeration of the cold facts, in chronologl
cal order, would not be a fitting expression of the sincere
votion and the true zeal of all those who have been connected
with our Shul, be it as its leaders or its members, men and
women whose joys and, alas, sorrows too, were so many times
record during these eventful years, within the walls of the
Machsikei Hadas Congregation. I will, therefore, leave to the
pen of some futare historian, the task of an historical evalua-
tion of the period in the tence of our Shul, the conciusion
of which we are now celebrating.

However, owing to my intimate connection with the

3 Congregation for a long number of vears,
der it as not quite unfit to dwell upon two significant
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Our Shul, to us, the older members, meant much more
than simply a place of religious worship. Torn by fate from
our homes in Europe, from our families, friends, and every
other association that was dear to us, we could hardly have
carried on, in the new, strange surroundings, if we had not
found a rallying centre, where we could forget our economic
struggle and, sometimes, indifferent success in the acquisi-
tion of a new home. The Shul, then, was social club, friendly
inn, study circle and many other things of a similar nature to
its members.

1t is, of course, a trite phrase that America ig a melting
pot of nations ... But... The Machsikei Hadas Congregation
has been, on a small scale, a melting pot of the Jews. Its lead-
ers were recruited from all kinds of Jews, Jews from Russia
and Jews from Galicia ; Jews who had learned English in Eng-
land and otherwise; its members hail from many countries of
Europe, geographically, and, religiously, belong to all kinds of
persuations and shades of belief, from fudamentalists and
conservatives to orthodox, liberal, etc. And all these different
Jews have learned to respect one another, each to tolerate the
other’s differences, and to co-operate for the benefit of all.
The Machsikei Hadas Shul has thus, aside from right to ex-

istence as a religious centre, been a unifying influence among
its members and an influence for good.

And therein do T see the significance of the present cele-
bration.

YOUNG BOYS OF CONGREGATION
MACHSIKEI HADAS

In April, 1935 a group of the older boys of the Congre-
gation organized the Youth of Machsikei Hadas under the
able leadership of Rabbi Leiter. The purpose of the organiza-
tion is to teach the young boys the procedure of the Sabbath
services and to give them the actual experience of conducting
services of their own. The group has been putting forth its ef-
forts toward this end. Every Sabbath four boys from the
group act as Cantors, each boy succeeding the other at vari-
ous parts of the services. Before the reading of the Torah,
one of the boys lectures on the Sedra of the week, inferpreting
its contents. The reading of the Torah itself affords the boys
an excellent opportunity to put into practice their knowledge
of the Bruchos and the Haftorah. During the services, vari-
ous songs are sung, which causes a spirit of friendliness and
co-operation among the group besides adding color
to the prayers. Aside from the morning services, an after-
noon class is conducted by Mr. Finkelman, in which the Sedra
for the week. the Haftorah and other related subjects arve
reviewed.

Occasional addresses by Rabbi Leiter serve to heighten
the interest in the prayers.
