been announced by Judge Samuel 
A. Weiss, Tri-State UJA chairman.

H onorary chairmen are Gov­
ernor George M. Leader o f Penn­
sylvania; Governor C. William 
O’Neill o f Ohio; Governor Cecil 
H. Underwood o f W est Virginia; 
U.S. Senator Edward Martin and 
U.S. Senator Joseph S. Clark, o f 
Pennsylvania.

Principal speaker will be Morde- 
cai R. Kidron, Israel’s Minister 
Plenipotentiary to the U.S. and 
Deputy Permanent Representative 
o f  Israel to the UN.

Also addressing the Conference 
will be Governor Leader and 
Mayor Lawrence, who will greet 
the honored guests. Judge Weiss 
will preside. Mimi Benzell,' star

soprano o f  the Metropolitan Opera 
Co., will give a program o f songs.

A t the main session, representa­
tives o f 80 communities in the 
Tri-State Region o f Western Penn­
sylvania, Eastern Ohio and W est 
Virginia will present checks, to­
talling close to one million dollars, 
to the 1958 UJA campaign, in hon­
or o f Israel’s Tenth Anniversary. 
The greater part o f this sum is 
being raised in cash by the com ­
munities.

"T he communities’ cooperation 
in making cash available is an out­
standing example o f  the kind o f 
zealous response to the 1958 UJA 
campaign which is needed this 
year,”  Judge Weiss stated. “ I urge 
all community chairmen to spare 
no e ffo rt  in making an early start 
on their spring campaigns and in 
converting pledges into cash prior 
to the C onference.”  He pointed 
out that in Israel alone a total o f 
370,000 recent newcomers depend 
upon the 1958 UJA campaign for  
vitally important aid.

Community leaders presenting 
checks to the guests o f honor at 
the C o n fe r e n c e  will be given 
flowers, which are being specially 
flow n from  Israel as a memento 
o f the occasion. Special souvenir 
programs are also being readied.

Ten candles on a huge Israel 
B ir t h d a y  C ake, weighing 400 
pounds, will be lit by W om en’s 
Division chairmen o f campaigns 
in the Tri-State Region. And a 
toast will be drunk in Israeli wine.

The United Jewish Appeal is 
conducting a tw o-fold, nationwide 
campaign in 1958. It seeks to raise 
a $100,000,000 Rescue Fund to 
provide transportation and initial 
resettlement aid fo r  80,000 Jewish 
men, women and children expected 
to leave Eastern Europe, North 
A frica  and other areas o f tension. 
Of these, 70,000 are expected to 
enter Israel, with the remainder 
going to the U.S. and other coun­
tries. A t the same time, the U JA’s 
regular campaign must support 
global programs providing welfare, 
medical and rehabilitation services 
for  an additional 535,000 persons.
