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Dr. Lowy, Eminent 
Scientist, Dies 

p r . Alexander Lowy, aged 52, 
ofe 'ssor of organic chemistry at 

[ L University o f Pittsburgh and 
n)inent authority in the field of 

science, passed away Thursday in 
(he West Penn Hospital. He had 
been ill about f o u r months. 

Dr Lowy was a member of the 
University's facul ty since 1918, 
•hen he came here a f ter three 

"ears 0 f teaching in New Y o r k City 
: j jj schools, which fo l l owed a sim-
ilar period of research work in elec-
trochemistry at Columbia Uni-
versity. 

Born in New Y b r k City in 1889, 
the son of David and Fanny Lowy, 
Dr Lowy was graduated as a doc-
tor of philosophy f rom Columbia 
in 1915, a f ter he had received 
bachelor of science and master of 
^rts degrees f r o m the same institu-
tion. His ma jor study was organic 
chemistry . 

He was a widely recognized au-
thority on protective chemicals, 
'having invented methods f o r safe -
guarding banks and vaults. He also 
made important contributions in the 
study of dyestuffs, and was a re -
search pioneer in electro-organic 
chemistry. 

Dr. Lowy was co-author o f sev-
eral textbooks. A lone and in col -
laboration with students, he was 
the author of more than 70 re -
search reports and scientific papers. 

In 1929 Dr. and Mrs. L o w y vis-
ited E n g l a n d and continental 
Europe, where he made a study o f 
universities and industry. H e lec-
tured extensively and f requent ly 

addressed the American Chemical 
Society, in which he was a past 
chairman of the Pittsburgh section. 

Dr. L o w y also was a member o f 
the American Electro-Chemical So-
ciety, and twice its vice president. 
He belonged to Sigma Xi and Phi 
Lambda Upsilon, honorary science 
societies, and was an honorary 
member o f Sigma Alpha Mu f r a -
ternity. He was a member o f im-
portant committees at the Univers-
ity o f Pittsburgh and was facul ty 
chairman of registration. 

He leaves his widow, the f o r m e r 
Dora Landberg, of Brooklyn ; two 
daughters, Mrs. Joseph Hersh and 
Mrs. Robert Fleischman, and a son, 
Alexander , Jr., all of Pittsburgh. 
He also leaves f o u r sisters and three 
brothers, Mrs. Bola Lowy, Mrs. 
John Wasserstorm, Mrs. Julius Li -
geti, Mrs. Sigmund Orbaeh and 
Nicholas, Edward and James L o w y , 
all of New York.
