The Twenty-Five Year Historic Record of the

Erste Warshover Unterstitzungs Verein

Pittsburgh, Pa.

ORGANIZATION

N Sunday, the 9th day of July 1905, exactly twenty-five years

0 ago, a handful of Jewish immigrants of Warsaw and vicinity

met at the home of our Brother Mr. B. Cohen, at 1710 Center

Avenue, Pittsburgh, Pa. They discussed the desirability

of organizing a Warsaw Society for the purpose of uniting the men of War-

saw nativity living in Pittsburgh, of whom there were quite a number in

the city and vicinity, but possessing no bond of mutual friendship. They

lived as strangers to one another, neither one sharing in the joys or the

sorrows of the others or extending a helpful hand when such was needed as

a result of the lack of some central body that should unite them all into one
and provide them with a common social and mutual interest.

Immigration was at the flood-tide at the time. Many were the new
arrivals who had no one to turn to for aid or advice in some form in their
new home, strangers in a strange land.

These and other named reasons moved the following gentlemen present
at that gathering,—Messrs. Samuel Goldstein, Abraham Friedman, P.
Goldstein, D. Eisenberg, Sam Cohen, B. Cohen, Jacob Zweig (since de-
ceased), Isaac Weintraub, Nathan Cohen, Z. Malina, Joseph Tamres
(deceased), G. Pitler, Michael Steinberg, Isaac Steinberg, and E. Melman,
—to set about to organize the First Warsaw Benevolent Society.

The following were chosen as ofhicers at the initial meeting: Abraham
Friedman, Pres; Jacob H.Zweig, Vice-President; S. Goldstein, Treasurer;
B. Cohen, Secretary; Z. Malina and P. Goldstein, Trustees. Those present
contributed a certain sum of money—each one in accordance with his ability
—which made it possible to formally organize our society and to begin our
work, the initial enterprise, which in the succeeding years so greatly en-
larged its activities, establishing our Loan Fund and the Reserve Fund, as
well as developing a diversified interest in the Welfare of the individual
member as of the Jewish public at large.
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SILVER ANNIVERSARY G EIEDR

The following meeting was held at the home of Brother Joseph Tamres
(deceased). Elections for permanent officers took place there, with the
following results:  A. Friedman, President; E. Melman, Vice-President;
Sam Goldstein, Treasurer; Jake Kitay, Secretary; M. Steinberg and G.
Pitler, Trustees. The dues were set at the extremely low rate of five cents
weekly.

1930

The funds of the organization at the time were not sufficient to pay for
hall hire, so that we arranged to meet weekly at the homes of our members
in rotation, mostly at the homes of J. Pitler and Joseph Peper. Our mem-
bers displayed, however, great activity from the very beginning, as well as
much enthusiasm for the good cause. Many of them got busy and brought
new members into the fold, the most active in this work being the following:
M. Steinberg, Harry Goldman and J. Steinberg.

After the lapse of a certain period of time we rented our first meeting
place in a Hebrew School at 122 Crawford Street. Little by little the
society adopted a plan and scope for its activities, which was as follows: to

aid a fellow-member when in need; to pay sick benefits; to provide burial

for deceased members; to care for widows and widowers; and to assist the
newly arrived immigrant with needed sums of money so that he be enabled
to support himself as well as to provide for his family in the old home, and
sundry similar benevolent activities.

The following few incidents deserve to be recorded here. A member of

our society came to us one day asking for aid. His family was stranded in
Germany on its way to America, and couldn’t proceed with its journey for
lack of means. He was given $60 from the treasury, and now he is a well-
to-do man himself, able to extend aid to others in a similar plight. Another
brought a letter from a doctor advising him to leave America on account of
unfavorable climatic conditions, and the society gave him $50 towards the
traveling expenses, and made it possible for him to rejoin his family in the
old home. Fellow-townsmen arrived, and they were aided with consider-
able sums of money; they were advised on ways and means of earning a
livelihood, as a result of which they are now enabled to render aid to others

in need. Such, and similar cases of successful help greatly encouraged the
active members of our society and added zest to their benevolent labors.
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At one of our subsequent meetings it was decided to apply for a charter
so that our work should bear a legal character, and a collection was taken
up on the spot for the purpose. The charter was issued in the name of the
following members: A. Friedman, E. Kleinman (deceased), B. Cohen,
G. Pitler, and M. Volkovitz.

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SILVER ANNIVERSARY

During the Succoth week cf 1905, new elections for officers took place
and the following were elected: M. Volkovitz, President; M. Shapiro,
Vice-President; G. Pitler, Treasurer; Jake Altman, Secretary. There was
a membership of 60, $60 in the treasury, and a charter after a period of
activity extending only to four brief months.

The following officers were elected at the next election, which took place
in January 1906: M. Shapiro, President; Jacob Moses Ross, Vice-President;
H. L. Goldman, Treasurer; Jake Altman, Secretary. The dues were
raised to $5 per annum, a theatre benefit was arranged for, bringing in a
net profit of $125—a considerable sum at that time. Those taking the
most active part in this enterprise were: Altman, Melman, G. Pitler,
A. Friedman, H. Goldman, Sheffer and some others. During that year we
hired a meeting-room at 72 Fulton Street, and as the membership kept on
growing in number, we eventually moved to rooms in the Washington

Bank Building.

The elections of 1907 resulted in the election of the following officers:
L. Sheffer, President; H. Tuch, Vice-President; L. Kwalwasser, Treasurer;
J. Altman, Financial Secretary; A. Friedman, Recording Secretary.

During that year the society arranged an excursion, which netted us a
profit of $175.

The following were elected in the 1908 elections: H. Tuch, President;
L. Levine, Vice-President; L. Kwalwasser, Treasurer; A. Friedman,
Secretary. The latter has held office ever since.

Our society kept growing. A Free Loan Fund was now organized in
charge of the tollowing committee: E. E. Levinsohn, Chairman; A. Fried-
man, Secretary; B. Werneu, L. Levine, L. Golding, J. E. Steinsapir (deceased),
J. Altman, B. Cohen, F. Granowitz, L. Goodstein, N. Goldstock, M. Crys-
tal, Asher Fine (dezeased), H. L. Goldman, Sam Tuch and M. Shrinsky.

WE JOIN THE FEDERATION OF POLISH JEWS
IN AMERICA

During the year 1926 a delegation representing the Federation of Polish
Jews in America appeared several times before our society. We listened to
the delegation’s report of the activities of the Federation, and realizing the
importance of this work to toth the Polish Jews here, as well as those in our
old home, it was resolved by us to join the Federation then.

Our society arranged a banquet in honor of the event. Among the
invited guests was Mr. Benjamin Winter, President of the Federation.
An appeal for the aid of the people in the old homeland was made at this
gathering and the sum of $2800.00 raised. This money was immediately
dispatched abroad, to be distributed among the needy ones in twenty-
eight Polish towns. The secretary still has the receipts for this money in
his possession.

CONSTITUTION

In 1906 a committee was appointed to work out a Constitution and By-
Laws for the society. The following served on the committee: B. Cohen,
E. Melman, Jacob Zweig, M. Volkovitz, M. Shapiro, Michael Steinberg,
J. Steinberg, J. Weintrob, H. L. Goldman, Harry Goldman and Abraham
Friedman.

The constitution was read at three consecutive meetings of the organiza-
tion and duly adopted by the members.

Various changes and amendments to the constitution were adopted in
1915. The committee which had undertaken to make these amendments
consisted of the following: Isidor Bernstein, B. H. Cohen, B. Beizer, E.
Kleinman, B. Cohen, L. Leifind, E. Melman, J. Waldman, Jake Altman,
Sam Davidson, Abraham Fine, Michael Zeidensneider and Abraham
Friedman.

that they had already received their sick benefits and there

@22 were no other funds available with which to aid them, it was

decided, pursuant to the advice of Mr. L. Levine, to establish a Loan

Society in order to provide the needy members with a needed cash loan to
be paid back in weekly installments without interest.

An appeal for this purpose was made right there and then, and the
following contributions made: H. Tuch, $50, L. Levine 5, J. L. Steinsapir
(deceased) $5, M. Crystal $5. Beside this, each member contributed $1.
A committee was appointed to continue this work in the future.

The following served on the committee: E. E. Levinson, Chairman;
A. Friedman, Secretary; B. Werner, Treasurer; L. Levine, L. Golding,
J. L. Steinsapir, Jake Altman, B. Cohen, P. Granowitz, L. Goodstein, N.
Goldstock, M. Crystal, O. Fine, H. L. Goldman, Sam Tuch and M.
Shrinsky.

It was decided not to lend more than $15 to any individual. $75 was
lent out on that very evening.

On the following Sunday it was discovered that we had no meeting place
for the Loan Society. The officers of the Chevra Shaare Zedek Anshei
Polen came to our rescue by offering to grant us their synagogue as a free
meeting place on Sundays, for which act of generosity we extend our thanks
to them in the name of the Free Loan Society.

In 1914 Mr. Joseph Fromm was elected President. During the course
of that year we gave our first ball for the benefit of the Free Loan Society,
and it was decided to donate 259, of our income for the cause of the War
Sufferers. Qur net profit was $350.00 out of which $100.00 was forwarded
to the Central Relief Committee.

In 1915 Mr. H. Tuch was elected President of our Society. An ex-
cursion was arranged in cooperation with the above named synagogue and
$100.00 of the proceeds was again forwarded to the Central Relief Com -
mittee. The treasury of the Free Loan Society kept on growing apace, so
that we are now enabled to lend out quite larger sums when needed. The
ball given for the benefit of the Free Loan became an annual institution.
Many new workers joined us and contributed their work to the cause, our
funds swelling all the time, so that we are enabled to enlarge the lending
limit from time to time.

Mr. A. Spokane was elected president in 1916. A Ball was arranged
that year under the auspices of the following committee: B. H. Cohen,
Chairman; Sam Lazear and Davidson, Vice Chairmen; E. Melman, Treas.
A. Friedman, Secretary; L. Price, B. Cohen, B. Beiser, J. Zeidensneider,
J. Rothstein, D, Levy, E. Kleinman, C. Marcus and G, Kemler.

Mr. Sam Lazear was elected president in 1917,and his administration has
the creation of the Reserve Fund to its credit. The officers of this fund

It was decided to arrange for a Ball, the following gentlemen being appointed
to take charge of the arrangements: Charles Marcus, Chairman; E. Melman,
Treasurer; A. Friedman, Secretary; Sam Tuch, G. Mandelbaum, S. Lazear,
