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REPORT ON JEWISH EDUCATION

A total of 5,310 boys and girls at-
tend daily and Sunday religious
schools in the Pittsburgh Jewish Com-
munity, it was revealed this week In
a report submitted to Judge Josiah
Cohen, President of the Bureau of
Jewish Education, by Prof. Israel A.
Abrams, Principal of the Hebrew In-
stitute.

The expenditure for Jewish educa-

tion in this city totals approximately
$158,000, according to the report. Of
that sum the daily Hebrew schools
spend $90,000; the Sunday schools ex-

pend $14,000, and $54,000 is spent for
private schools and instruction.

Boys and girls to the number of
2,859 attend daily schools, and 2,451
study at the Sunday schools.
